November 6

Reservation Changes

November 7-16

Reservations and deposits will be transferred
from the housing bureau to the hotels and
therefore cannot be altered during this period.

After November 16

Changes made after November 6 and/or
up to 7 days prior to date of arrival that

Room Cancellations

Hostelling International — Chicago

The Chicago hostel offers lodging in
dormitory-style rooms with separate
accommodations for men and women.
